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IODA EUROPEAN TEAM RACING CHAMPIONSHIP 2008 

Lago di Ledro, ITALY 

26 – 31 August 2008 

PRELIMINARY NOTICE OF RACE 

1.  VENUE 
 The 2008 IODA European Team Racing Championship (ETRC) will be held from August 26th to 31st 

2008 on Lago di Ledro, Italy. Attachment A shows the location of the Regatta Harbour and the 
racing area. 

2.  ORGANIZING AUTHORITY 
 The Championship is organized by the Fraglia Vela Riva, the Associazione Vela Lago di Ledro and 

the Italian Optimist Association under the authority of the International Optimist Dinghy 
Association (IODA) and with the permission of the Italian Sailing Federation. 

3.  LANGUAGE 
 English shall be the Official Language for the Championship. 

4.  RULES 
4.1  The Championship shall be sailed under the following rules: 
a.  The Rules as defined in the 2005 - 2008 ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) including Appendix D; 
b.  The Conditions of the IODA and current Class Rules except as varied below 
c.  The final Notice of Race; 
d.  The Sailing Instructions (SI) and their amendments; 
4.2  In case of conflict between the Sailing Instructions and RRS Appendix D, the Notice of Race or 

the Class Rules, the Sailing Instructions will take precedence. 
4.3  The prescriptions of the Italian Sailing Federation will not apply. 
4.3  Sailing Instructions will be available at registration. 
4.4  The race will be umpired according to RRS D 2.3(a). 

5.  INTERNATIONAL JURY 
 An international Jury will be constituted in accordance with RRS Appendix N. Decisions of the 

International Jury are final and not subject to appeal as provided in RRS 70.4. 

6.  ELIGIBILITY 
6.1  Competitors shall comply with the ISAF Eligibility Code, Regulation 19 and with the Conditions 

for IODA European Championships. 
6.2  The championship is organised for 16 teams from European member countries selected on the 

basis of the points of their sailors at the IODA European Championship 2008. This selection will 
be based as follows: 

6.3  The total points excluding discards of the best three sailors of one gender and the best two of 
the other (whichever combination adds up to the best total score) from each country will be 
added to give a total team score. The 16 teams with the best total team scores will race in the 
ETRC. Any team which qualifies but does not wish to participate or fails to comply with 16 (b) 
below shall be replaced by the next ranked team. 

6.4  Each team shall be made up of four or five sailors who represented the relevant member 
country at the said European Championship (maximum 3 of the same gender) and shall be 
accompanied by a Coach. 

7.  PROGRAMME 
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Tuesday, August 26th Official Arrival Day. 
Registration. 
Practice. 
Meeting with Umpires. 
Opening Ceremony. 

Wednesday, August 27th European Team Racing Championship, Races. 

Thursday, August 28th European Team Racing Championship, Races. 

Friday, August 29th  European Team Racing Championship, Races. 

Saturday, August 30th  European Team Racing Championship, Races. 
Prize Giving Ceremony. 

Sunday, August 31st Official Departure Day. 

 

8.  ENTRY FEE & DAMAGE DEPOSIT 
8.1  Entry will be free of charge and will include the use of equipment, accommodation and meals 

for 5 sailors and one coach per team). Official accommodation for these six will be available 
from 1400 on August 26th until 1100 on August 31st 2008. 

8.2  Entries shall be made as shown in paragraph 16 below and accompanied by an acceptance fee 
of EUR 500 per team which will not be refunded in case of withdrawal. 

8.3  At registration this acceptance fee will be considered to be an initial damage deposit. 
8.4  A team found by the Organising Authority to be responsible for causing specific damage to 

equipment, accommodation etc. will be charged for such damage and the cost of the damage 
shall be deducted from their damage deposit. 

8.5  The limit of liability for any one incident is EUR 500. 
8.6  In the event that deductions are made during the Championship from a damage deposit, the 

deposit will be required to be restored to the original value before that team can continue 
racing. 

8.7  Any remaining deposit will be refunded within 10 days of the end of the event. 

9.  EQUIPMENT 
9.1  The Organising Authority will provide 32 Optimists (complete with sails, spars, foils and all 

equipment except buoyancy aids) which will be allocated on a random basis either daily or 
before each round as decided by the Race Committee. 

9.2  Instructions for handling the boats will be included with the Sailing Instructions. 

10.  ADVERTISING AND IDENTIFICATION 
10.1  Boats and equipment are supplied by the Organising Authority. ISAF regulation 20.3.2 applies, 

and shall display the event advertising as supplied by the OA. 
10.2  Individual advertising may be displayed according to ISAF regulation 20.3(e) on clothing only. 
10.3  While racing, competitors may be required to wear bibs displaying their national letters and/or 

flags. The bibs will be provided by the Organising Authority. These will be worn outside all other 
clothing. 

10.4  Class Rules regarding identification 2.7.3.3, 2.7.4 and 2.7.5 shall not apply. 

11.  FORMAT OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP 
11.1  Four sailors, at least one of whom shall be of a different gender from the others, shall represent 

each team in a race. 
11.2  The format will be one or more round robins followed by semi-finals and finals. It will be 

described in the Sailing Instructions and may be varied as described in those SI. 
11.3  Initial seeding will be based on ranking as described in 6.3 above. 
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12.  SCORING 
12.1  Scoring will be in accordance with RRS D3.1, except that RRS D3.1(a) and (b) are deleted and 

replaced by: 
 “(a)  Each boat finishing a race shall be scored points equal to her finishing place, except that: 
 •  A boat that did not compete (DNC), did not start (DNS), did not finish (DNF), retired after 

finishing (RAF) or that broke RRS 29.1 (OCS) shall be scored 9 points; and  
 •  A disqualified boat (DSQ) shall be scored 12 points. 
 •  A boat finishing the race without complying with RRS 28.1 within the time limit 

described in SSI 13 shall be scored (DSQ) without a hearing.” 
12.2  RRS Appendix A6 will apply. 

13.  SAFETY 
13.1  Adequate personal buoyancy in conformity with CR 4.1 (a) shall be worn at all times while 

afloat. If the buoyancy device is of an inflatable type, it shall be inflated at all times while afloat. 
This changes RRS 40. 

13.2  CR 4.3 (c) - paddle – shall not apply. Each competitor shall carry a whistle (which will not be 
supplied) securely attached to the personal buoyancy device (CR 4.2.a). 

14.  SUPPORT & SPECTATOR BOATS 
 Motor boats are forbidden on Lago di Ledro, an exception being made only for the boats from 

the Organising Authority. There will be a special “Coaches Station” close to the shore to be used 
exclusively by the coach and the spare team member. No spectator boat will be available. 

15.  LIABILITY 
15.1  Participants compete entirely at their own risk and responsibility. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. 
15.2  The Organizing Authority and any other party involved in the organization of the Championship 

accept no liability whatsoever for any injury, damage, loss or claim, whether personal or 
material, incurred by or inflicted to participants before, during or after the Championship. 

15.3  It is the decision of the coach to allow the competitors to take part in the races and therefore 
they shall sign the declaration of participation on entry. 

16.  ENTRIES 
 Entries shall be made according to the following schedule: 
a.  Countries entering the required minimum number of sailors (see 6.4) at the IODA European 

Championship shall confirm in writing on or before June 29 whether, if they qualify, they intend 
to participate in the IODA European Team Racing Championship. 

b.  On or before 6 July 2008 (the departure date of the IODA European Championship) each country 
which qualifies as one of the first 16 teams as defined in 6.2 above shall validate their 
participation by paying the acceptance fee of EUR 500 per team. Payment shall be by credit card 
or cash only. 

c.  Any country which does not comply with (b) will cease to be eligible and the place(s) will be 
offered to those next ranked which shall confirm their participation within 7 days of such 
offer(s) and make payment as shown above. 

d.  The Final Entry Form, showing the gender of the team members and coach, shall be returned to 
the OC not later than 31 July 2008. 

17.  TRANSPORTATION 
17.1  Transport from and to Verona Catullo or Brescia Dannunzio airports or Rovereto railway station 

can be provided. Contact info@fragliavelariva.it

therefore they cannot reserve rooms at the same hotel as the team. 

19.  SOCIAL EVENTS 
 To enhance the friendship between the participants and to make their stay in Ledro more 

enjoyable, appropriate social events will be organised. Casual attire. 

20.  MISCELLANEOUS 
20.1  Each team is kindly requested to bring its own National Flag (100cm x 150cm) and the National 

Anthem recorded on tape or CD. 
20.2  There are no medical precautions that need to be taken. 

21.  SAILING CONDITIONS 
 Max-Min air temperature: 15 – 25 °C 
 Water temperature:  20 °C 
 Max – Min wind speed:  10-15 knots 

22.  VISA REQUIREMENTS 
 Team members who require visas are advised to ensure that the duration of these extends until 

date of departure from Italy. 

23.  PRIZES 
23.1  Gold, silver and bronze medals will be awarded to each member of the three best placed teams. 
23.2  More prizes might be awarded at the discretion of the Organizing Committee.
