PRELIMINARY NOTICE OF RACE

1. ORGANISATION AND RULES

1.1
The championship is organized by Clube Naútico de Tavira, under the authority of the Federação Portuguesa de Vela and the International Optimist Dinghy Association and in conjunction with the A.P.C.I.O..

English shall be the official language.

1.2
The championship regatta will be sailed under the 2001-2004 RRS, , the current Class Rules of IODA, , the Conditions for IODA Continental Sailing Championships, the Conditions for the IODA European Sailing Championship, the Final Notice of Race (unless any of those will be amended by the Sailing Instructions), and the Sailing Instructions.

RRS 88.3 (b) shall not apply, unless implemented at the discretion of the Jury.

1.5
The event is designated Category A in accord with RRS Appendix 1 but Regulation 20.3.2 shall apply to hulls.

1.6
An International Jury will be constituted in accordance with  RRS Appendix M. Decisions of this IJ are final and not subject to appeal in accordance with RRS 70.4.

2. ELIGIBILITY

Competitors shall comply with the ISAF eligibility requirements in accordance with RRS

Appendix 2,  with the Conditions for IODA Continental Championships and with the

Conditions for the IODA European Championship.

Each member of IODA may enter up to eight sailors with a maximum of five being of the same gender. Sailors who have sailed in the 2002 IODA World Championship are not allowed to participate except for the defending European (closed) champions if eligible. 

The host member may enter twice the number of competitors permitted to other members.

 Sailors shall be either nationals or bona fide residents of the country they represent,    unless otherwise agreed by the IODA Executive. A sailor who has represented one country at an

IODA World or Continental Championship shall not represent another member country except in cases of alteration of residence, which cases shall be approved by the IODA Executive.

Attention is drawn to ISAF Regulations relative to the ISAF World Youth Championship.

4. FORMAT OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP

4.1
GIRLS CHAMPIONSHIP

The entire number of girl entries will be started in one fleet.

4.2
BOYS CHAMPIONSHIP

The entire fleet will be divided in 4 Divisions. Each Division will sail at least once, and if conditions allow, up to four times in a race together with each of the other divisions.

4.3
STARTING SCHEDULE

The starting schedule will be posted on the official notice board. Each day may be used to start

postponed or to restart abandoned races. No more than 4 races will be sailed per day.

On  August the 2nd  no starting procedure will be made after 16.00 hrs.

5. SAILING CONDITIONS

Expected weather conditions within the racing area:

Daytime temperature 280C

Water temperature 210C

Prevailing wind/force South West 10/20 knots

Average current 1/2  knots max.

Tide 3 m

General weather conditions Clear, sunny

6. TIME LIMIT

The time limit for the first boat to finish shall be 90 minutes after her starting signal. When the first boat finishes within the time limit the race will be valid only for those boats which finish within 15 minutes after the finishing time of the first boat in her race (changing RRS 35). Boats which fai1 to finish within this time shall be scored 'DNF'’.

7. PROTESTS

Boats are not exempted from displaying a red flag according to the second sentence of RRS 61.1(a). This changes RRS 61.1(a), third sentence. A boat required to display a flag shall do so until she is no longer racing, and shall inform the Race Committee of the boat being protested immediately after finishing. This amends RRS 61.1(a), fourth sentence.

8. SCORING

The Low-Points Scoring System, RRS Appendix A will apply. 

The series will consist up to 12 races for each division/class, of which 3 shall be completed to constitute a series. 

For the Boys Championship: Each race of two divisions together will be scored as one race in which all competitors of those two divisions have entered. Only races which have been completed for all four divisions will count.

Discards will be applied in accord with the Final Notice of Race.

9. SAFETY

In addition to IODA Class Rules 4.2(a) and (b), 4.3(a) and (b), each boat shall have on board a paddle secured with a lanyard with a blade surface of not less than 0.025 square meters and each competitor shall carry a whistle attached to his or her clothing with a lanyard.

 Competitors not complying to this instruction will be attributed a penalty of five points for the race of the day in which they failed to observe this instruction. This penalty will be applied without a hearing (altering RRS 63.1).

10. PERSONAL BUOYANCY

A personal flotation device (see CR 4.2 (a)) shall be worm at all times while afloat. If the

buoyancy device is of an inflatable type, it shall be inflated at all times while afloat.

11. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions will be available at the Race Office from the 25th July .

12. COURSES

The Optimist Trapezoid will be sailed.

13. SUPPORT BOATS


 The organizing committee will supply a spectator boat (the fee will be decided later).

Individual support boats are available for charter at € 580 for a 50% share of use of the boat

from the 26th  July to the 3rd  August. Additional days will cost  € 150 per boat per day (sharing not required).

Payment shall be made in full by 31st  of May 2002.



13.1 Team support boats will only be permitted subject to the following conditions:   

a)
The presence of support boats shall be reported to the Race Committee and each boat shall display a flag with the countries National letters. This flag will be supplied by the Race Committee.

b) 
The presence in the boat of other team leaders/coaches appointed by the Race Committee shall be accepted.

c) 
No more than one person from each team shall be on the water at the same time.

d) 
Such support boats on the water shall contain two people coaching two different teams.

e)    All support boats shall comply with rules established by the Race Committee.

13.2 No other individual team support boats shall be used.

14. MEASUREMENT

14.1 
Competitors are allowed to use only one hull, dagger board, rudder (with tiller and extension), mast, boom, sprit and sail during the Regatta. This equipment shall comply with Class Rules and shall be submitted for inspection by the Measurement Committee.

Substitution of damaged equipment may be permitted, after approval has been given by the RC. Substitution of damaged equipment may be permitted providing that the damaged equipment has been checked by the Race Committee on the water and the substituting equipment is presented for measurement to the Measurement Committee after the end of the day’s racing. Such substitution is subject to the approval of the RC given retrospectively.

14.2
Boats officially chartered for the regatta through the Organising Committee may carry national letter(s) or sail numbers in contravention of the Class Rules. The national letter(s) to be carried shall be those of the country entering the chartered boat.

15. LIABILITY

Participants compete entirely at their own risk and responsibility.

The Organizing Authority and any other party involved in the organization of the championship regatta, accept no liability whatsoever for any injury, damage, loss or claim, whether personal or material, incurred by or inflicted to participants before, during or after the regatta. 

Competitors must carry property and liability insurance covering all risk.

16. ENTRY FEE

Entry fee including accommodation and meals will be (per person):

17. FINAL ENTRIES

Names of participants shall be received not later than 28 June.

18. ACCOMMODATION

Sailors and officials  will be lodged in a **** hotel  - HOTEL VILA GALÉ / ALBACORA- within 100m by water and 5 km by land, from the Club. There will be a maximum of three persons per room.

The official accommodation will be available from 13. 00 hrs. on 27 July to 12.00 hrs. on August 3 .

Breakfast  and dinner will be served at the Hotel. Luncheon boxes will be distributed to competitors during racing days.

The first official meal will be the dinner on the 27 of July and the final official meal will be breakfast on the 3 of August.

A damage deposit for the accommodation may be charged. If so, details will be included in the Final Notice of Race.

19. EARLY ARRIVALS

Teams wishing to arrive between 21 and 27 July may reserve rooms at the official hotel via the Organizers Agency. Reservations must be made by 31 January 2002 
20. SUPPORTERS

Supporters should reserve accommodation via Organizers Agency.

Note that supporters other than the three team officials are not allowed to stay after the 21 of July.

 22. CHARTER BOATS

 The official  charter boat will be BRITES OPTIMIST. Spars and foils will also be supplied but     sailors may use their own spars and foils if they prefer.

The charter fee for the period between 24th July and 3rd August is € 466, including boat insurance. A damage deposit of € 186 will be required for each boat, to be refunded if the boat is returned without damage. Note that  credit cards will not be accepted for this deposit.

Teams must address orders for charter boats to Clube Náutico de Tavira before the 1st January 2002.Countries which have not paid the charter fee and have not received the permission of IODA to pay later, shall pay a charter fee of € 756 if boats are available.

BOATS WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE UNLESS RESERVED BY THE 1st  JANUARY 2002 AND PAID IN FULL BY THE 15TH  MARCH 2002, unless otherwise agreed by the IODA Executive.

23. CHANDLERY AND REPAIRS

Chandlery and repairs will be available.

24. VISA REQUIREMENTS

No visas are necessary with only a few exceptions. If in doubt please contact the Portuguese Embassy or Consulate in your country.

25. TRANSPORT

Transport from the airport to Tavira will be provided by the organizers to the teams arriving  from 25th  to the 27th  of July free of charge. Teams must inform the organizers until the 17th  of July of their Estimated Time Arrival

Before that date transport can be arranged with the fee of € 7.5 per person.

This will also aply for Reams leaving after the 3rd of August

26. SOCIAL EVENTS

To enhance friendship between participants and to make their stay more enjoyable, appropriate social events will be organized.

27. COMMUNICATION

Each country will nominate one person with e-mail to be the official contact with the organizers before the event.

28. OTHER INFORMATION

Competitors and officials will receive their identification bands upon arrival. Each team is requested to bring its own National flag (100 x 150 cm), and a cassette tape with a recording of its National Anthem.
